The centre was very comfortable with fantastic food and facilities, and we were delighted to meet old and new friends there.  Saturday began with a try-a-boat session during which we flirted with several nice little low volume fibreglass boats but failed to make the ultimate commitment due to financial constraints.  In the afternoon we both opted for the wet option – tow and rescue.  We expected to get cold and wet and we were not disappointed, but we also learned several new techniques which actually work, including how to scoop a large inert male paddlers (see us afterwards); the well named ‘leg over’ re-entry, and how to empty a boat without using any muscles at all.  All this gave us an enormous appetite and we enjoyed an excellent feast with –wait for it- tirimasu for pudding.

On Sunday everyone went for a wonderful paddle in bright sunshine around a couple of islands, lazed around on a beach and went back to Abersoch
